Dear Board of Directors, 
 

1. PROPOSE TO INVEST APPROXIMATELY JPY70 BILLION1 INTO BEAT AND 
SUBSCRIBE UP TO JPY5 BILLION OF BOND ISSUANCE 

 
We are excited that Beat has embarked on using Bitcoin as its Primary treasury asset 
and has been steadily increasing its holdings of BTC or its related ETF (“BTC”). In 
order to support Beat in accelerating its acquisition of Bitcoin or its related ETF, as 
shareholders of Beat, we hereby respectfully present to the Board this proposal of us 
investing into Beat in the amount of approximately JPY70 billion.  
 
We propose that Beat accelerate the purchase of BTC to JPY5 billion in the short term 
and embark on further increasing its holdings in BTC by about JPY68 billion, to a total 
of about JPY73 billion.  
 
With regards to the previous shareholders’ proposal on May 23, 2025 (“Previous 
Proposal”), we understand that the Company did not support it due to the proposed 
issuing price being too low. We respect this decision and hereby withdraw the 
Previous Proposal.  
 
In the race in accumulating BTC, the key is speed and execution of business plan to 
acquire more BTC. We therefore propose a more effective structure of moving-strike 
stock acquisition rights (“SAR(s)”) and revolving bond (“Revolving Bond”) issues of 
up to a total of JPY5 billion at any time. The proceeds from the exercise of SARs and 
Revolving Bond issues will be used to purchase BTC. In particular, the proceeds from

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the issue(s) of Revolving Bond will be dedicated solely to buy BTC.  
 
Based on conditions in this proposal, the nature of the Revolving Bond issue allows 
Beat to purchase BTC beyond JPY5 billion even when market conditions may 
temporarily discourage the exercise of SARs after being issued. If Beat were to start 
the issuance of SAR1 immediately through a Board resolution rather than wait for the 
approval at the up coming shareholders’ meeting, we propose to subscribe to the 
Revolving Bond with effective from today.  
 
H.a.N Group and global investors including financial institutions shall jointly 
subscribe for 54 million SARs of Beat. H.a.N Group is searching for suitable investor(s) 
and will update soonest. 
 
We propose to issue 4,500,000 SARs convertible to 24.7% of total shares outstanding 
by board resolution first and 49,500,000 SARs convertible to 271.9% of total shares 
outstanding to be issued and approved later by shareholders at shareholders’ 
meeting.

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2. CURRENT SITUATION OF BEAT 
 
Beat has announced plans to increase its investment in cryptocurrencies such as 
Bitcoin and/or its Exchange Traded Fund (“BTC”) from JPY1 billion to JPY5 billion. 
To date, Beat has already invested about JPY1.7 billion in BTC. In order to increase its 
holdings in BTC, it still needs JPY3.3 billion in additional funds. Ren has provided a 
credit facility of USD25.6 million (JPY3.7 billion) to Beat, and Beat has drawn down 
USD11.5 million (JPY1.7 billion) so far, leaving a balance of USD14.1 million (JPY2.0 
billion) available for draw down by Beat, which is less than the JPY3.3 billion in funds 
required for further investment activities. Given that all the outstanding stock exercise 
rights have been fully exercised, Beat will need to raise more funds to reduce its debt 
and also further expand its holdings in Bitcoin as its Primary Treasury Asset.

4. SUBSCRIPTION OF BONDS 
 

H.a.N Group proposes to subscribe up to a total of JPY 5 billion of Revolving Bond 
from Beat, immediately from the day of this Proposal upon Beat’s Board approval (For 
the avoidance of doubt, the issue of Revolving Bond shall be before issuance of SAR1 
and SAR2). Each bond’s notional value is up to JPY1 billion. Subsequent issue of bonds 
is conditional upon mutual agreement with Beat’s board on following terms from the 
period of date of issue of Initial Bond to the Date of issue of Subsequent Bond:  
(1) provided that the amount of funds raised from the exercise of SARs is not less than 

75% of the notional value of the outstanding bonds, 
(2) the total trading volume of the shares on days, where the closing price is not lower 

than JPY1,500, is not lower than JPY2.5 billion, and  
(3) there no restriction on the sale of shares by H.a.N Group 

 
The nature of this bond issue is a revolving one and allows the company to issue up 
to JPY5 billion in bonds which proceeds are to be dedicated to solely buying BTC. At 
any time, the amount of outstanding bonds shall not exceed JPY5 billion based on the 
conditions offered in this proposal. However, with the redemption of part or all of the 
outstanding bonds, new bonds can be issued, thereby allowing Beat to raise beyond 
JPY5 billion from such revolving bond issuance.

5. DETAILS OF REN

6. REASON FOR PROPOSAL 
 

a) Beat has announced to invest JPY5 billion in cryptocurrencies, and has already 
invested JPY1.7 billion in BTC, and plans to further invest JPY3.3 billion more. The 
balance of credit facility provided by Ren is only USD14.1 million (JPY2.0 billion), 
which is less than the JPY3.3 billion fund required for further investment. Given 
that all the outstanding stock exercise rights have been fully exercised, Beat will 
need to raise more funds to invest in cryptocurrencies. 
 

b) H.a.N Group is currently in negotiation of terms with some global investors. 
Depending on the results of negotiation, H.a.N Group may elect to proceed with 
subscribing to the full amount of the 4,500,000 SAR1s subject to the approval by 
Beat’s board of directors.  
 

c) H.a.N Group subscribes up to JPY5 billion in bond issue (refer to Section 4), which 
will provide funding for Beat to purchase BTC even when the market conditions 
discourage the exercise of the SARs.  

 
d) WHY BEAT? 

Beat is the only Cayman Island company listed on the Tokyo Stock Exchange that 
holds BTC as its primary treasury asset. Its favorable tax status allows it to not pay 
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any capital gains tax on the gains generated by its investment in BTC. This is 
compared to a maximum tax rate of 55% on capital gains for Japanese individual 
crypto investors2.    

 
e) WHY NOW? 

We are in the middle of a global trade war which impact on Japan is unpredictable. 
With trade wars in progress, we see signs of major currencies wars erupting with 
the possibility of hyper-inflation coming soon. These signs point to the urgency of 
taking the right course of action sooner than later. There is no better time to start 
than now and we therefore respectfully request Beat to hold a shareholders’ 
meeting as soon as possible to approve this transaction. 

 
 

7. USE OF PROCEEDS 
 

We propose that the proceeds from the issuance and exercise of SARs should be used 
as follows: 
 
a) 1ST STOCK ACQUISITION RIGHTS  

 
1. Investment Business: Investment in cryptocurrencies including Bitcoin 

and its exchange traded funds  
 

b) 2ND STOCK ACQUISITION RIGHTS  
 
1. Investment Business: Around 70% of the cash raised after deduction of 

working capital, investment in cryptocurrencies 
including Bitcoin and its exchange traded funds  

2. Repayment of bond 
(proceeds from bond 
issue solely for purchase 
of BTC) 

Around 25% of the cash raised after deduction of 
working capital, with repayment of all 
outstanding bonds first, then repayment of 
outstanding loans 

3 Repayment of loans: Around 5% of the cash raised after deduction of 
working capital, with repayment of all 
outstanding bonds first, then repayment of 
outstanding loans 

4. Working Capital: JPY800,000,000 

 
2 Cryptocurrency is viewed as property and is taxed in Japan as miscellaneous income, under the Payment 

Services Act (PSA) and the Financial Instruments and Exchange Act (FIEA), meaning crypto can be taxed 
at up to 55%. Therefore it is more tax-efficient for Japan investors to invest in Beat than buy BTC directly. 
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We would like to start discussion with management as soon as possible regarding the 
details of the usage of funds. 
 

 
8. OTHERS 

 
While it is our intention to vote for the proposed resolution for approval of proposed 
third party allotment at Beat’s shareholder’s meeting to be held, our such stated 
intention should not be interpreted as a commitment on our part to maintain our 
present level of shareholdings in Beat and not to sell any of our respective Beat shares 
in the ordinary course of our investment trading activities. The terms of this Proposal 
may change depending on our discussion with the management of Beat.
